

26 SECONDARY SCHOOL “JORDAN YOVKOV” TODAY
The school teaches 800 students in 7 different departments.
The smallest pupils are in preparatory groups. There they build up their skills and get used to the school. They have an opportunity to study English and computers.
From I – VIII class pupils can study 2 foreign languages, which they choose between English, Spanish, German and Russian. Programmes of Cambridge University Press are used. Children who are interested in pictorial art study fine and applied arts and take part in plain-airs. Pupils from these classes exhibit their works in different cultural institutions in the capital. Teaching in Information technologies begins in first class and carries out in equipped modern studies. Sports classes are an integral part of students’ daily round. Every year they prepare and win volleyball, basketball, football and chess competitions.
5 years ago 26 secondary school “Jordan Yovkov” starts to admit and teach students in a unique department – “Ecological tourism” where students study English. They can get there after 7 grade. The curriculum and the syllabus are developed by teachers from the school. This innovation project started with the help of Ministry of Education and Science, Ministry of Environment and Water, Ministry of Economy and energy, SU “St. Kliment Ohridski” and Bulgarian Academy of Sciences. Special subjects are separated in two main directions: Ecology and Economy of Tourism. Teaching is based on development and defence of different projects that have practical application.
“Tourism” department is at the root of the teaching after 8 class. There students learn the fundamentals of Economics and Tourism technology. Along with this they study foreign languages and Information technologies. A successful realization in life without them is impossible.
Children from the school learn with the help of the programmes of Junior Achievement Worldwide (JAW), USA and Junior Achievement – Young Enterprise (JA – YE), Europe.
Besides the education and physical health of the children our teachers take care of their intellectual and mental development. We aim to fill in their free time with various activities where they can express and develop their talents and skills. They take part in forms such as: school newspaper, a puppet theatre and a drama studio, club “Writing and able”, Eco club, club “Keep Bulgarian traditions” with workshop for arts and crafts, club for folk and modern dances, “Coevals teach coevals”, School Parliament. There are also different sport sections: basketball, volleyball, football, handball, table tennis, taekwondo, chess and ski.
Every year school theatre studios stage performances and exhibit drawings in cultural centres in the capital. We have published school newspaper for 4 years.
